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Worldwide Mission Partnership (WMP) has adopted the global priorities* of PC(USA)’s World Mission, and is seeking to encourage partnerships that accomplish the following:
1. Strengthen the Church’s capacity to survive, thrive, and witness to the good news of Jesus Christ,

2. Address the root causes of poverty, including the negative effects of economic globalization on the poorest and most vulnerable in every society, paying special attention to women and children, and

3. Engage in reconciliation amidst cultures of violence.

Grants of up to $5,000 for two years are available to partnerships that demonstrate many of the following characteristics:

1. Participation of two or more congregations within the presbytery,

2. Cross-financial, cross-cultural (or cross-ethnic) partnership, locally or globally,

3. Focus on sharing the Good News of Jesus Christ and/or meeting the needs of the economically poor , e.g. health, food, education, and reconciliation,

4. Self-sustainability and multiplication of efforts, 
5. Other funds invested by partners,

6. The applicants must be financially supporting the PC(USA) and the Presbytery of Los Ranchos, and

7. The applicants must be an effective champion to communicate the work of their partnership to the world.

How to Apply for WMP Grants

Grant applications should be submitted to WMP, Presbytery of Los Ranchos, attn: Rev. Tom Cramer.  The amount of the grant may be up to $5,000 and may be renewed for two years. Applications will be available online at www.losranchos.org in June 2011.
*Along with the “global priorities” listed, the Worldwide Mission Partnership celebrates the vision and direction of PC(USA) World Mission:

The Strategic Coordinating Team offers grants for the purpose of stimulating missional partnerships in the following ministry areas: Mission, Evangelism, Social Justice, Christian Formation & Discipleship, New Church Development, Racial-Ethnic Ministries and Worship.  In addition, it has been charged with oversight of Church Development Fund from the sale of church properties.  The guidelines for how this fund will be used are as follows:
Church Development Fund

This fund will be used for church development. It would be used with other monies to finance new church development grants, existing congregation transformation grants and specialized ministry grants.  It could allow Presbytery to help churches with matching funds for PILP (Presbyterian Investment Loan Program) loans.  It will help with moving and set-up funds for New Church Developments, and the deposit for rental space for new projects.

Grant Characteristics
Grants from the Strategic Coordinating Team will be awarded based on the following characteristics:

1. Fits the goals, values, and delivery system of presbytery’s mission design.

2. Degree to which conversion growth is evident.
3. Proven effectiveness in the area of ministry.
4. Proven efficiency of the administration to deliver outcomes.
5. Ability to tell the organization’s story.
6. Excellence in fiscal reporting.
7. Degree to which congregation supports the broader mission of the presbytery, if a church.  
8. Progress toward self-sufficiency, when applicable.
9. Collaboration with, or investment by, other partners.
10. Ability to adapt to a changing ministry context.
11. Ability to increase the leadership capacity of the organization.
12. Continued funding of grants may be conditional on accomplishing stated objectives.
